Accommodation & Catering 





Accommodation is in single en-suite student study bedrooms in the recently refurbished Andrew Stewart Hall of Residence.





All meals are in Oscar’s, a self-service restaurant within the Pathfoot building, only a short distance from the accommodation block.








Richard Wagner’s Der fliegende Holländer, his fourth opera, was composed in Paris in 1841.  Originally set in Scotland, its action was transferred to the Norwegian coast before the first performance in Dresden early in 1843, and the score was revised several times thereafter.  The work will be analysed, aided by a full recording, piano illustrations and visual material.  On the last evening we will watch the opera on film.





The University of Stirling enjoys a splendid setting on a 310-acre campus set around Airthrey Loch in pleasant, rolling wooded landscape, nestling beneath the Ochil Hills, with 18th-century Airthrey Castle at its heart.  The views from the   campus are breathtaking; the buildings have been designed to harmonise with the landscape, and many have been recently modernised.  All facilities are a short walk from each other, ensuring that you have easy access to everything you need.  [However if you have any mobility problems please advise us when booking!]  Our study sessions will take place in the Pathfoot building, a bright and roomy modern space, containing the University art collection.  You will be sent a map of the campus with your confirmation.


To get there:  From Stirling railway station, there are frequent buses to the University.  By car from east, south or west take the M9 to Junction 11.  At the  roundabout take the exit for Bridge of Allan, drive through the town itself, and about 200 metres beyond it you will find the University on the left.  From the north take the A9 to the same roundabout and follow the same route through Bridge of Allan as above.
