The Mastersingers at Midsummer





Die Meistersinger von Nürnberg, Richard Wagner’s only mature comedy, is a work of elaborate complexity in both text and music.  Our midsummer study days will be devoted to an analysis of both aspects, aided by several recordings, piano illustrations and visual material.  On the last evening we will watch the opera on film.  The weekend is designed both for newcomers to the work and those who know it well and wish to re-acquaint themselves with its details.  The course will commence with dinner at 6pm on Friday 24th June.





The Cathedral of the Isles is the centrepiece of a remarkable complex of buildings by a Victorian architect of genius – William Butterfield.  The Cathedral and the College of the Holy Spirit are only a short distance from the seafront at Millport on the beautiful isle of Great Cumbrae.  Access is by car ferry (an 8-minute crossing) from Largs, about 30 miles west of Glasgow.  Spectacular views of the Firth of Clyde can be enjoyed when taking a walk or a cycle round this tranquil island whose spiritual roots are ancient:  St Kessock came here even before St Columba reached Iona; St Maura opened her Hospice dedicated to St Oswald in 642 A.D.; St Bride probably taught here and St Beya held sway on Little Cumbrae.  Leisure time to enjoy the island has been allotted each day.











Fees and Deposits





The full course including 4 nights full board from dinner on the Friday to breakfast the following Tuesday is £230.
